Chartered in 1979 and with a current membership of 105, the Rotary Club of
Blacksburg is the largest and one of the oldest Rotary clubs in the New River
Valley. Over 32,500 clubs and 1.2 million business and professional leaders
comprise the larger association, Rotary International, which was formed in 1905.
With a motto of "Service Above Self", individual Rotary clubs select and support
service projects based on local community and international needs. The Rotary
Club of Blacksburg has focused on community projects that benefit our local
citizens, such as the Blacksburg Stadium Fundraising Campaign, as well as
participating in international Rotary efforts.



The following are a few examples of community projects and contributions by the
Rotary Club of Blacksburg within the past year:

* The club made contributions of $2,000 each to the Montgomery County
Christmas Store, NRV Habitat for Humanity, and the Women's Resource Center
of the NRV. A contribution of $2,700 was made to the Loyola Heights Rotary
Club for two Braille computers.

* The club and local Rotary district contributed $6,000 to improve the record
keeping system at the Free Clinic of the NRV.

* Four times a year, club members participate in the clean up of the Prices Fork
Road/460 intersection.

* The club awarded six $500 Fine Arts Awards and four $750 Vocational
scholarships to Montgomery County High School seniors. Two $1,000
scholarships at New River Community College were also awarded.

* The club gave the YMCA at VT $500 toward their trip to help with Hurricane
Katrinia clean up.

* Funding for community service projects are raised through Rotary Foundation
Auctions and an annual golf tournament.

BLACKSBURG HIGH SCHOOL STADIUM FUNDRAISING CAMPAIGN

Last year, the Montgomery County School Board approved $3.6 million for a new
Bill Brown Stadium complex for Blacksburg High School, to be completed by
September 2008. This project will provide a grass field, bleachers, press box,
lights, sound system, concession stand, restroom facility, and utilities.

The Blacksburg High School Booster Club, a group of parent, faculty, and
community volunteers, initiated a campaign to raise an additional $1.2 million
through local donations for the following needed stadium enhancements:

* Field House: This 5,000 square foot facility will include the home and visitor
team locker rooms, officials and first aid areas, and needed storage space. The
estimated cost for this facility is $500,000, with construction to begin in early
2008.

« Artificial Field Turf: At a future date, the grass field will be replaced with
artificial turf. As well as providing a safer, more durable playing surface for our



student athletes, artificial turf will allow for significant use by all sports teams and
lower maintenance costs. The estimated cost for artificial field turf is $700,000.
